A cautionary tale of human fragility, of love and loss, The Bear is a stunning tribute to the beauty

of nature’s dominion and explores powerful themes about the importance of intergenerational

storytelling, our complicated relationship with the environment, and how to prepare for an

unknown future. Krivak lives in Jaffrey, New Hampshire, in the shadow of Mount Monadnock,

which inspired much of the landscape in The Bear.
